Elevate your technique and designs by having all the tools you need set up and ready to go in a dedicated workspace. 

Select a sturdy table or workbench with storage to add efficiency to your workflow process—then stock up on must-have 

tools and equipment.

An overhead light that can be pulled close to your work is ideal for intricate projects. Wearing a visor with a light 

and magnifier gives you an up-close view. 

A flex shaft is one of the most important tools to have on hand—it allows you to grind, polish or carve (and remember to 

always use safety glasses when using a flex shaft). Saw frames and blades are key to most projects; have different widths and 

sizes to correspond with techniques such as cutting wire, metals or tubing. 

Be ready to give your piece a bright shine with a burnisher and get a scribe to mark your metal. One to two hand files (both 

half-round and flat versions) and sanding sticks for faster sanding are basic components for a bench, as are wood or steel blocks 

and a bench pin. 

Measuring devices are must-have additions to your workbench to add balance and consistency. A digital caliper that reads both 

inches and millimeters, or a standard brass caliper that opens and closes will be indispensable. A sheet and wire gauge is ideal—

use the slots to determine the gauge of the material. 

One or two steel hammers for riveting and forging are practical to have available at your workspace, plus a mallet and a ring 

mandrel. Invest in a set of pliers, cutters, and a pair of tweezers. 

Useful odds and ends to have on hand include rags (an old T-shirt works great), a brush, a ruler, a set of needle files, 

a divider and lubricant for cutting and drilling.
