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What you need:


24 gold-coated 3x4mm faceted glass rondelles
24 green-and-black 17x6mm pressed glass ovoids
173⁄4" of gold-plated 3mm vintage chain
351⁄2" of gold-plated 4x16mm vintage flat diamond bar-and-link chain
1 gold-plated 18mm vintage filigree 3-strand round box clasp
10 gold-filled 6mm jump rings
24 gold-plated 24-gauge 2" head pins
Round-nose pliers
Flat-nose pliers
Chain-nose pliers
Wire cutters


Finished size: 19" (shortest strand)


1Open the box clasp and place both halves on your work surface 
with the 3-hole sections facing each other. Attach one end of the 


fine chain to the top hole of the box clasp using 1 jump ring. Repeat 
with the free end of the chain on the top hole of the other side of 
the clasp.


2Attach 1 jump ring to the middle hole on the box side of the 
clasp. Attach one end of a 17" length of bar-and-link chain to the 


jump ring using another jump ring. Repeat with the free end of the chain 
on the middle hole of the other side of the clasp.


3Repeat Step 2 on the bottom hole of the clasp with the 
remaining 181⁄2" of bar-and-link chain.


4String 1 head pin with 1 glass rondelle and 1 glass ovoid and begin 
a wrapped loop. Starting with the box side of the clasp and work-


ing with the bottom strand, attach the wire loop to the bottom of the 
first link of the bar-and-link chain. Complete the wrap and trim the 
wrapped wire. Repeat for every other link until you reach the bot-
tom link of the last bar on the other end of the chain and have a 
total of 13 dangles.


5String 1 head pin with 1 glass rondelle and 1 glass ovoid and 
begin a wrapped loop. Starting with the box side of the clasp 


and working with the middle strand, attach the loop to the bot-
tom of the second link of the bar-and-link chain. Complete 
the wrap and trim the wrapped wire. Repeat for every other 
link until you reach the bottom link of the next-to-last bar 
on the other end of the chain and have a total of 11 dangles.
