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1  �Starting down the left side of Fig. 1: String 1B, 6A, 1B, 6A, 
1B, and 1A (the first bottom tip bead). Pass back through 
the last B strung. String 6A, 1B, and 6A and pass through 
the very first B strung. Notice the diamond shape formed 
inside the beadwork (Fig. 1).


2  String 6A, 1B, and 1A. Pass back through the last B just 
strung, creating another tip (Fig. 2). 


Netting


Netting links lengths of beads between accent intersection beads. We’ll call them ac-
cents here. Netting has a natural stretch, which makes it great for cuffs or collars. This 
lesson shows a simple edge treatment making “tips,” but try picot edges for variations.


Beads: Color A size 11° (netting strands) beads, color B size 11° (accent intersection) beads


3  �String 6A, 1B, and 6A. Pass through 1B, the fourth B added 
so far; you’ve made a second diamond shape. String 6A, 
1B, and 1A and pass back through the B just strung to cre-
ate another bottom tip (Fig. 3). 


4  Continue to add sections of netting, working vertically 
from top to bottom for as long as you desire (Fig. 4).
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
