TIBETAN ROSE

MATERIALS

1 white 6mm round pearl

12 marbled rose 12mm vintage Lucite rounds

2 silver-capped 22x18mm Tibetan yak-bone rondelles
1 silver-capped 20x22mm Tibetan red-copal round
24 sterling silver 10x9mm melon rondelles

4 sterling silver 12x7mm floral bead caps

1 sterling silver 35x38mm irregular oval ring

1 sterling silver 16mm tree box clasp

1 sterling silver 22-gauge 3" ball-end head pin

3 sterling silver 10mm jump rings

4 sterling silver 2mm crimp tubes

4 sterling silver 3mm crimp covers

6" of 22-gauge sterling silver wire

23" of .019 beading wire

TOOLS

Wire cutters

2 pairs of chain- or flat-nose pliers
Round-nose pliers

Crimping pliers

FINISHED SIZE: 21"

1: Use 3" of 22-gauge wire to form a wrapped loop. String 1 bead
cap, 1 Lucite round, and 1 bead cap; form a wrapped loop. Repeat
to form a second Lucite link.

2: Use 112" of beading wire to string 1 crimp tube and one half of
the clasp; pass back through the tube and crimp. Cover the tube
with 1 crimp cover. String 1silver melon rondelle and 2 Lucite
rounds. String {3 silver melon rondelles and 1 Lucite round} three
times. String 1silver melon rondelle, 1 Tibetan yak-bone rondelle,
1silver melon rondelle, 1 crimp tube, and one end of 1 Lucite link;
pass back through the tube, crimp, and cover. Use 1jump ring to
attach the other end of the Lucite link to the oval ring. Repeat
entire step for the other side of the necklace using the other half
of the clasp.

3: Use the head pin to string the pearl and the Tibetan red-copal
round; form a wrapped loop. Use the remaining jump ring to
attach the previous wrapped loop to the oval ring. ®
